
JCHC POLICY and PROCEDURES for FINANCIAL DISBURSEMENTS 

 

I. FINANCIAL DISBURSEMENTS AND REQUIREMENTS  

**  All funds herein are provided by Johnson County Horse Committee (JCHC) for active 

Johnson County 4-H members and teams.  

**  All disbursements are dependent on the availability of funds from the JCHC and are 

provided solely according the Financial Best Practices of 4H. Funds are determined 

primarily by rider attendance and horse show profits. 

 

A. Graduating Senior Award

B. Travel Allowances:   District Horse Show = $75; State Horse Show = $125  
 
Member must participate in 3 of the 4 Spring Horse Shows 
 or request a variance in writing to the JCHC. 
Member must submit a completed Horse Project Form by May 1 
 To Sherry Jones, Chair of JCHC at: sgjmomof3@gmail.com. 
Horse(s) must be validated on-line, according to the State 4H rules 
 by the deadline date, including fees, papers, and photos. 
Members must be 4H age (completed 3rd grade) and not a Clover kid. 

 
C. State Roundup in Horse Judging, Hippology, or Quiz Bowl         $50 total for Round Up 

 Active Johnson County 4-H members  

Qualifying and participating at State Roundup in Horse Judging, Hippology, or Quiz Bowl 

Proof of registration required 

 

D. Teams qualifying and participating in National competition for Horse Judging, 

Hippology, or Quiz Bowl     Up to $500 

 

Competition must be out of the state of Texas. 

Funding is capped at $500 per each team with 4 or more members, with a limit of two 

(2) funded competition per 4-H year.   

In the event a team goes to a national competition with fewer than 4 competing team 

members, the committee will fund $100 per competing member and $100 for one 

coach.   

Team must request these funds in person at a committee meeting prior to the event. 

 



E. Registration fees to attend horse educational program(s).  The clinics must be relevant 

to equine topics, riding skills, and interests.  The clinic should be sponsored by Texas 

A&M, Texas Tech, WTAMU, other college/university or a professional equine-oriented 

organization (AQHA, TQHA, APHA, NCHA, NRCHA, etc.).  

  

Active Johnson County 4-H members  

Allotted a reimbursement up to $150 per 4H member, per 4-H year  

Proof of payment and attendance will be required for reimbursement.***   

Includes Equine Ambassador, judging, quiz bowl and hippology camps. 

If the clinic or sponsoring organization is not known to the Committee, a published 

brochure describing the event will be needed to determine relevance.

***Proof of payment and attendance will be required for reimbursement.  If members 

have not provided proof of registration and attendance within sixty (60) calendar days of 

the conclusion of the camp, reimbursement will not be provided.

Available Spring only 
Funds are held by the Horse Committee until proof of enrollment in   

 post-secondary education is provided. Funds are then paid to the institution.  
Dual credit hours are also eligible.  

 
C. Senior Overall Grand Champion – Fall      $1,000 

The John McGrew Memorial Scholarship      
Awarded to the Senior Youth Overall High Point winner for the Fall Show Series 
Available Fall only 
Funds are held by the Horse Committee until proof of enrollment in post-secondary    
education in provided. Funds are then paid to the institution. 
Dual credit hours are also eligible. 

 



III. Junior Overall Series Grand Champion – Spring and Fall   $250 

 

Awarded to the Junior Overall High Point winner in Spring and Fall shows 

Funds to be awarded at Horse Banquet for Spring Series and Fall Awards Ceremony for 

Fall Series  

Available twice per year, both Spring and Fall.
